What Doesn’t Work So Well: Describe what aspects of this activity don’t work as well as you might hope at your site and how you might consider improving this activity in the future.
How to Measure It: Describe what techniques you use to gauge the success or failure of this activity, and how you obtain feedback to refine the activity over time.
Assessment Data: Provide information concerning any anecdotal or quantitative data you have obtained, thus far, concerning the outcome of this activity.

Resources: List and links for the supplemental resources that are available to support this idea. Can use hyperlinked footnotes from previous items.
